After leaving the service, Chief went on to Law Enforcement and Graduated from the Police Academy in Pensacola, FL and 
was sworn is as a Reserve Deputy Sheriff. He also graduated from the County Corrections Academy w/Honors and eventually 
retired as Chief of Pensacola Military Police 1983. After that, Chief then went on to be a Full Time Deputy Sheriff until 1986. 
Chief then Graduated from the Corrections Academy joined the Massachusetts State Department of Corrections. He also went 
on to be appointed as a Special State Police Officer by the Department of Corrections.

Chief Joined the Elks in 1983 in Warrington, FL and was appointed to the House Committee & Veterans Committee 6 months 
later. He has been a member of the Middleboro, MA Elks #1274 Vets Committee since 2003. Chief also served as Tiler & was 
also a past Officer of the Year. In 2008, Chief was named National Grand Lodge appointment to the Elks National Veterans 
Service Commission & is currently the Veterans Agent for Veterans Services. He is also the Area #2 Veteran’s Agent for 
Veteran’s Services Representative for the Brockton V.A. Hospital and supports National, State, Regional and Middleboro Elks 
programs for the Veteran’s. He has also reinstituted the Veteran’s lunches for our Lodge and helps out on our Wednesday 
Night Suppers and is also a big supporter of the Elks Soccer & Hoop Shoots. Chief was also the All State Post Commander of 
Middleboro Veterans of Foreign Wars #2188 & District #12 VFW Chief of Staff.

Memorial Day

Memorial Day was officially proclaimed on 5 May 1868 by General John Logan, national commander of the Grand Army 
of the Republic, in his General Order No. 11, and was first observed on 30 May 1868, when flowers were placed on the 
graves of Union and Confederate soldiers at Arlington National Cemetery. The first state to officially recognize the 
holiday was New York in 1873. By 1890 it was recognized by all of the northern states. The South refused to 
acknowledge the day, honoring their dead on separate days until after World War I (when the holiday changed from 
honoring just those who died fighting in the Civil War to honoring Americans who died fighting in any war). It is now 
celebrated in almost every State on the last Monday in May (passed by Congress with the National Holiday Act of 1971 
(P.L. 90 - 363) to ensure a three day weekend for Federal holidays), though several southern states have an additional 
separate day for honoring the Confederate war dead: January 19 in Texas, April 26 in Alabama, Florida, Georgia, and 
Mississippi; May 10 in South Carolina; and June 3 (Jefferson Davis' birthday) in Louisiana and Tennessee.
